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Software Version 01.05.10 and above changes scaling of the 4 – 20 mA output from 3 – 30 
ft per sec to 0 – 30 ft per sec.

At the system Low Flow Cut Off of 3.0 fps, the value from the 4 – 20 mA output will be 5.6 
mA. 

**At flows less than 3.0 fps, greater than 30.0 fps, or if the meter is not working, the display 
will read as configured in the setup of the output (i.e. ‘Hold’ (at last value), <4 mA, 4 mA or 
>20 mA).
